What you need to know ...
B Any registered voter can vote during early voting.

M Voting during early voting is the same process as
voting on election day. Simply check in and vote
using the touchscreen system.

H At the end of each day of early voting, all vot-
ing equipment and other election supplies will be
secured at the Early Voting Center. Votes are not
tabulated until Primary and General Election days.
